Dear Mr. Javier Perez de Cuellar,

Since the time when atomic bombs were dropped at Hiroshima and
Nagasaki and brought an unprecedented casuality which killed several
hundred thausands of people for an instance, a nearly half century is
going to pass. During this long time, the cruelity and injustice of
‘nuclear weapons have been told in the United nation and the signature-
collections and campaigns by the world peace loving peoples calling for
"complete elimination of nuclear weapons!" and "No more Hiroshima! No more
Nagasaki! No more Hibakusha!“ have been conducted a great many times.

Notwithstanding, the elimination of nuclear weapons from the
earth and the resolution of the crisis of nuclear wars are not yet
realised. Moreover, new types of more cruel and more presice nuclear
weapons are being developed using high technology and the nuclear
detterence theory intending to prevent nuclear wars by the force of
nuclear weapons and the nuclear balance theory still exist. However, as
the reality brought in Hiroshima and Nagasaki by atomic bombs clearly
shows, an idea to rule others by the force of cruel nuclear weapons is an
expression of barbarism and its standpoint is contrary to the progress of
humanity and the development of civilization.

We, deeply concerning the fact that science and technology are
being utilised for war, on the occasion of UN Disarmament Week, on the
standpoint believing progress of humanity and loving social Jjustice,
strongly desire you

1. to propose to this general assembly of United Nations to adopt a
resolution to immediately and completely eliminate nuclear weapons

2. to propose to this general assembly of United Nations to conclude a



treatise which prohibits use of nuclear weapons and any other actions
which lead to strengthen nuclear weapons such as productlon development,

experiment and research of nuclear weapons.
